Wiring the A0127 keypad...
Keypads connect to the A4603/A4623 through the RJ45 jacks on the back

panel of the A4603/A4623. Connections to the A0127 may be accomplished
either by using the RJ45 jack or the screw terminals provided on the back side
of the keypad. When using the RJ45 jacks, simply wire both ends of the cable
according to the TIA568A standard. When using the screw terminals on the
A0127, make sure to wire the RJ45 plug connecting to the A4603/A4623 as

shown below.
